	ORGANIZATIONAL BY-LAW No, 2

2.5 Member in Good Standing In order to be in good standing a Member may not be in arrears, on a performance agreement, breach confidentiality as a Director or committee Member (Section 11.2), or be found to be in serious dereliction of duty as a Member or Director. Such behaviour includes, but not limited to: conflict of interest, criminal activity, compromising the safety of Members, harassment, misrepresentation, damage to Co-op 

6.3 Qualifications to Act as a Director (a) No person shall act as a Director of the Co-op unless that person is eighteen years of age or over and is a Member of the Co-op who has been a Member for at least twelve (12) consecutive months up to the cut-off date for nominations as defined in paragraph 6.5 of this by-law. A majority of Directors shall be Canadian citizens or landed immigrants. No person who is an undischarged bankrupt or has been deemed unable to manage their property as determined under the Substitute Decisions Act shall qualify to act as a Director. In addition no person who is litigating against the Co-op or who is being litigated against by the Co-op may act as a Director. No Director may be in arrears as according to Bylaw 3 Schedule L: Arrears Policy.
